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Grace and peace to you.

“I  see in you…” is  a conversation I ’m committed to having as a
lead pastor with the members of my congregation.  Through
prayer and intentional  observation,  I  recognize strengths,
gifts,  and potential  in those we serve.  At The Coll ide Church,
I ’ve already seen the potential  for preaching and teaching in
several  individuals.  

Over t ime, I  have encountered many within the Body of Christ
who clearly carry a cal l  to preach and teach, yet have never
been given the opportunity,  structure,  or development
needed to grow in that cal l ing.

This is  not new. In 1  Samuel 16,  when Samuel went to Jesse’s
house to anoint Israel ’s  next king,  seven sons were brought
before him – but none of them were chosen.

They had to go f ind David – and when they found him, they
found God’s anointed.
